Aggressive batsman who
could comfortably bat
anywhere in the order and
dangerous bowler who is
capable of taking key wickets.

Although he is still only 31, he
has accumulated close to
2000 league runs and over
250 league wickets. This is his
4th term as captain.

Ben Heap

Ben made his first team debut
in the 2003 season when he
was only 15. He has a lot of
ability in both the batting and
bowling departments and we
hope he will play a major part
in the clubs future years. This
season Ben has become
known as the "second team
pro" after dominating several
games with both bat and ball.

Jonathan Finch

A single minded young
cricketer with great talent in all
aspects of the game. With the
bat, he has good technique,
excellent timing and can play
shots all round the wicket. If
he can improve his
concentration, we will see him
play longer "quality" innings
that will be attractive to watch.
A useful bowler, Finch can
bowl aggressive medium
pacers that pick up wickets
with changes of pace and
movement off the seam. Finch
is capable of scoring 500 runs
a season on a regular basis.

Saeed Riaz

Saeed has adequately filled
the void left by Jonny Russell's
temporary departure. He
always gives 100% effort even
when asked to bowl into the
wind or up a slope. He took a
few games to get going in the
wicket taking stakes but his
tally is coming along nicely
now and he will be hopeful of
getting 30 plus wickets for the
season. He is also quite useful
with the bat, proving very
difficult to dismiss even though
he comes in at number 10.

Chris Bleazard

The best amateur batter | have
seen in the league over the
past 10 seasons. His
consistency and talent is
outstanding. He has scored
over 10,000 league runs and
I'm sure will continue to score
runs for many years to come.
Blez is also an outstanding
fielder either close to the
wicket or in the deep. He is
also a very useful
slow/medium pace bowler. His
bowling usually mirrors his
philosophy on money, very
tight. But there is always an
exception to the rule, don't
mention Mark Higgs!

Joe Beneduce

Joe is a good attacking big [
hitting middle order batsman,

off spin bowler and a good

fielder in the deep or in close.

Joe has turned himself into an

excellent cricketer with the

minimum of technique. He is a 4
great team player and is one
of the first names on the team
sheet. The type of cricketer
you want in your team rather
than against you. His family
are also very involved in the
club regularly bringing the
team pizza's for tea and his
dad can often be seen on the
ground in his famous ice
cream van.

He has taken
well over 500 league wickets
and as an ex captain of the
side he also offers very good
advice and support. Good
athletic fielder and useful
lower order batter. Jez can
often be seen dishing out
punishment to cheeky
members of the squad.

Chris Benbow

Chris is a very effective off
spinner and dangerous middle
order batsman. He has
already picked up many key
wickets for us including
several professionals. His
aggressive style of play with
the bat sometimes appears
unorthodox and the ball often
goes in the air but he times the
ball very well and when he hits
the ball well, it stays hit. Also a
very useful fielder both in the
slips and in the outfield.

Vishal Tripathi

An immensely talented player
with the bat who shows
incredible maturity at the
crease for his age. He also
bowls useful leg spin and with
some development, could be a
genuine all rounder. He is
already in the Lancashire
academy and has recently
been picked for the England
Under 17 side. Obviously we
hope to keep hold of him for
another couple of seasons but
it appears inevitable that we
will lose him to Lancashire in
the near future.

Another acquisition in the
close season from Craven
League side Pendle Forrest.
Peter has played at a good
standard of cricket at
university, which has certainly
helped him.

Not
exactly a racehorse in the
field, but he tends to field in
positions where he is best
suited.
